Multi-fiber
pigtails use color-coded individual fibers per the TIA-EIA-598-A color standard,
which allows technicians to identify and trace individual fibers within a bundle
quickly and accurately. A fiber optic pigtail is a short length of optical fiber
cable with a factory-terminated connector on one end and a bare, exposed
fiber on the other. Unlike a patch cord—which has connectors on both
ends—the bare fiber end of a pigtail is designed to be permanently spliced
